Public Relations/Social Networking Committee  (Ruth Cassidy and Melissa Porricelli):
· Tech bill – State Education Department believes full registration (with OPD, PAP, etc.) may be too expensive and they cannot guarantee funding can be obtained to implement. Instead, they recommended a registry model similar to home health care aids. The other pharmacy orgs (PSSNY, Chains, 1199) are supportive. So we still get a list of techs allowed to be techs. Certification requirement for hospitals and health system remain unchanged.
· CDTM/CMM – Sun- setting in January 2019; need to reconvene workgroups and partner with PSSNY with regards to competencies in collaborative practice. RPh involvement in physician assisted suicide – ASHP has a neutral position; NYSCHP has not had a position since 2006. Board would like to write new position statement; will gather feedback from membership.
· Immunization – Intern immunization and CDC expansion are still supported but probably cannot be prioritized in next session when CDTM and tech bill will be the main focus.
· Meeting/ Public Policy – Invite local legislators to a meeting. Possibly public policy related lecture (340B?). Would be self-sponsored to avoid conflicts with politician ethics.
