
APhA’s PHARMACY-BASED IMMUNIZATION DELIVERY CERTIFICATE TRAINING 
PROGRAM 

 

The purpose of this certificate training program is to prepare pharmacists and student    
pharmacists with comprehensive knowledge, skills, and resources necessary to provide 

immunization services to patients across the life span 

APhA's Pharmacy-Based Immunization Delivery certificate training program is a practice-based 
activity approved for a total of 20.0 contact hours of continuing pharmacy education (CPE) credit 
(2.0 CEUs). The ACPE Universal Activity Numbers (UAN) for this activity are listed below. 

• Part I:  Successful completion of the self-study component involves passing the self-
study assessment with a grade of 70% or higher and will result in 12 contact hours of 
CPE credit (1.2 CEUs).  Part I must be successfully completed prior to Part II.  

• Part II:  Successful completion of the live seminar component involves attending the full 
live seminar, successfully completing the injection technique assessment, and 
completing the online assessment and evaluation. Successful completion of this 
component will result in 8 contact hours of CPE credit (0.8 CEU).  

Albany College of Pharmacy and Health Science is a licensed partner with APhA.  Due to 

the Covid-19 pandemic we will provide the 8-hour live component in a virtual, on-line 

format.  Since group training is not allowed, participants will be required to find a NYS 

immunization certified pharmacist to observe and document validation of their injection 

technique and they will also need a second person, such as a housemate, friend, 

significant other to serve as the “human arm”.   

Goals and Learning Objectives: 
 

• Educate pharmacists about: 
o The impact of vaccines on public health. 
o Pharmacists’ roles in immunization. 
o Immunologic principles of vaccine development and immunizations. 
o Vaccine-preventable diseases and the vaccines used to prevent them. 
o Strategies for improving immunization rates. 
o Requirements for pharmacists who provide immunization services. 
o  

• Prepare Pharmacists to: 
o Read an immunization schedule and identify appropriate vaccines for individuals 

across the life span and with special needs. 
o Educate patients about the benefits of vaccines and dispel myths about vaccines. 
o Safely administer vaccines to patients via subcutaneous, intramuscular, 

intranasal, and intradermal routes. 
o Operate an immunization service in compliance with legal and regulatory 

standards. 
o Partner with immunization stakeholders to promote immunizations and the 

immunization neighborhood. 
 

• Direct pharmacists to resources necessary to: 
o Promote public health through immunizations. 
o Access regularly updated information about vaccines and their use. 
o Effectively communicate with patients and other stakeholders about resources. 
o Operate an immunization service in compliance with legal and regulatory 

standards.

• The Zoom Meeting Link will be prior to the seminar. 

• Each participant must pass the injection technique administration portion, which will 
involve a volunteer to be your patient (to be injected) and a volunteer evaluator. 
Injection Technique Administration will need to be evaluated by a certified immunizer 
(pharmacist, or other provider) who can volunteer to assess injection technique (2 
intramuscular injections; 1 subcutaneous injection) of normal saline. The assessment 
form must be completed and signed by the evaluator.  
 

• Each participant will be responsible for recruiting their own evaluator. Three months will 
be provided to complete the injection technique portion on your own, since taking the 
course. A short orientation webinar and Q&A session will be offered to evaluators. You 
will be asked to submit your evaluator name and their contact information. 
 

• Supplies will not be provided so each participant must prepare the following to complete 
their injection technique.  
 

o 1 ml x 25G x 1” safety syringe (quantity: 2) (recommend preparing extra) 
o BD Safety Lock 1ml 25G 5/8 (0.5mm * 16mm) (quantity: 1) (recommend 

preparing extra) 
o Bandages (quantity: 3) 
o Alcohol Swabs (quantity: 3) 
o 0.9% NaCl injection, 10 ml, closed (2-3 vials) 
o Cotton Balls (3) 
o Gloves 
o Hand sanitizer 
o Sharps container
